	Urban sprawl refers to the migration of the population from the most populated part of the city and other areas towards the suburban urban areas. Peripheral areas have lower density and cover a larger land area. Also in these areas are created greater distances between housing, services, infrastructure, businesses, etc. The end result is the spread of a city and its suburbs to more rural areas. Most of the time, people will move from these areas to try to find better areas to live. Urban sprawl is caused by various socio-economic and cultural factors, where land value has a very important role. Then effects are created in terms of housing, socio-economic, environmental effects, etc. For these areas it is important to do sustainable planning in order to improve these spaces

· Recognition and acquisition of key factors that have influenced urban sprawl.
